● Show of hands… 
● Who HASN’T heard of Undertale? 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Celestial 

● Jungle subgenre 
● Drums are middle or back of the mix 
● Pads and lots of reverb 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Nightcore 
● Originally just speeding up an existing 

track 
● Speeding up the track gives a more 

upbeat, energetic feel 
● Eventually added more instrumentation 

like synths or drums 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Lainpilled 
● Aesthetic espouses the disillusion, 

loneliness, and isolation present in 
Serial Experiments Lain 

● Not a “real” genre, describes a real vibe 
● Music itself usually descends from 

Sewerslvt’s sound 
○ Usually jungle or breakcore 
○ Heavy atmosphere 
○ Kind of like celestial, but “darker” 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Lainpilled (addendum) 
● Serial Experiments Lain debuted in 

1998! 
● What “lainpilled” means changes over 

time. 
● This album art has Lain in it, but… 
● Really speaks to Lain being set in 

PRESENT DAY, PRESENT TIME 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Glitch Effect 
● Emulates different types of audio 

malfunctions 
● Chopped/screwed beats or samples 
● Bitcrushing 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Bass Boosted 
● Pretty self-explanatory 
● No example for this one 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Turbo Slut 
● As far as I can tell, not a real genre or 

descriptor 
● That means we can make one up! 
● If I had to describe something as turbo 

slut, it would be… 
● everything above 220 BPM in my library 
● No example for this one either 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Verizon FiOS 
● Not really a music thing. I’ve got FiOS 

and figured I’d use this slide to flex my 
speeds 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Extratone 
● A tone is when you repeat a sound a 

certain number of times a second 
○ e.g. a 430 Hz sine tone is a sine wave 

repeating 430 times a second 
● You can get an “extra tone” if you play 

the tone itself several times a second 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Phonk(y) 
● VERY crunchy kicks 
● Melody is usually a repitched 808 

cowbell or similar sounding instrument 
● Vocals usually come from Memphis rap, 

but it expanded into including 
Portuguese lyrics once it spread to 
Brazil 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Breakcore 
● Oh, god… 
● How do I explain breakcore? 
● Take a breakbeat sample… 
● …and chop it up… 
● …at a high tempo… 
● …but do it at a higher tempo in the 

180s-220s or else it’s closer to jungle? 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Edits 

● Any edit of any video from any media. 
● Used pretty broadly nowadays, some of it descends from AMV culture.

● BASS 
● Chopped samples, but the chop is 

repeated 
● Distinct, but common drum pattern 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Dariacore 
● More of a movement than a genre 
● Movement with music that has a bunch 

of songs with similar characteristics 
● But these similar characteristics aren’t 

usually what defines genres in EDM 
○ Very loud, forward mixing with heavy 

distortion and compression 
○ Influences from complextro, midwest 

emo, jersey club, and breakcore 
● “Hyper-hyperpop”
